òBEó Fast Triple Play Cup Stacking 

Tournament 

 On November 5th, 2008 the East Palo 
Alto Boys& Girls Club hosted its second 
annual Cup Stacking Tournament. One 
word to describe the environment that 
was created inside the clubhouse was 

electrifying!  As you walked into the Triple 
Play Arena (EPA Games Room), you 

entered a sea of over 75 members and 
parents chanting ñSTACK UP! STACK 
UP!ò You could clearly see the excite-
ment on the kidsô faces as they knew they 

would be a part of the Guinness World 
Records Cup Stacking Day, which was 
held world -wide. Close to 188,000 kids 
stacked cups around the world and we 

accounted for 120. Having all BGCP 
clubhouses in attendance really made 

this event over the top. Participants 
showed tremendous courage by going up 

to a stage with two light beams shining 
on the competition table, two sets of 

stacking cups on each side, time clocks 
attached to the mats so that everyone 

could see the times, and cameras flash-
ing from all different angles. For a second 
you forgot that you were at a clubhouse 
and easily could have been at an ESPN 

competition or perhaps some huge 
awards show. Our main goal was to 

create an event that implemented our 
Triple Play Program and to expose the 
many different talents of youth around 

our organization. Kids were called up two 
at a time and after exchanging good luck 
handshakes their hands then went into 
warp speed! Three tournaments took 

place: 3 -3-3, 3-6-3, and the Cycle which 
contains 42 different moves. 3 -3-3 was for 

beginning cup stackers, 3 -6-3 was for 
intermediate stackers and the Cycle was 
for the participants that had been stack-

ing cups for a while. At the end of the day 
each clubhouse walked away with 

awards: Janay Scott from East Palo Alto 
was the talk of the night as she won the 

Cycle tournament and took a 
ñSportsmanship Awardò as well. Other 

top performers included Ruben Banegas 
from Redwood City, and Randy Lara from 

Menlo Park. We were also fortunate 

enough to have a halftime performance 
by the ñBEò the Difference Boys. All in 

all everyone that participated in this 

event had FUN !
